Coed Venturing Crews must have at least one male advisor and one female advisor over 21 years of 
age.  A Philmont trek is physically, mentally and emotionally demanding.  Participants will carry a 35-50 pound pack for 10 days at altitudes from 
6,500 to 12,500 feet.
